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SUCHETGARH: Ch
Manmohan Singh,
President AIJMS and for-
mer Mayor Jammu while
raising serious concern over
the discrimination being
faced by the members of Jat
community on account of
non granting of (Other
Backward Classes (OBC)
status to the community,
has asserted that the mem-
bers of the community need
to initiate a joint struggle to
get this significant demand
fulfilled. He raised the con-
cern during a meeting of All
India Jat Maha Sabha
(AIJMS) was held under his
chairmanship at border vil-
lage Sai Mola in Suchetgarh
constituency.

Addressing the meeting
Ch Manmohan said that Jat
community in 11 states of
the country are enjoying
status of OBC but the Jats
in J&K Union Territory
stand deprived of this much
needed status.

Meanwhile, during the

meeting, the community
members also raised the
issue of Bandh being con-
structed by BSF at the bor-
der in Sai village. They said
that the land earmarked for
the Bandh belonged to
Custodian Department but
the same had been allotted
to Jats but the ownership
rights have not been con-
ferred on the Jat communi-
ty people. They also men-
tioned that the same Bandh
are also constructed in bor-
der villages of district
Samba. They lamented that
consequently these allotees

will not get the compensa-
tion for the land being used
for constructing the afore-
said Bandh. They asserted
that this is sheer injustice
with the people of Jat com-
munity.

After giving them a keen
and patient hearing Ch
Manmohan said that he will
arrange a meeting with the
Divisional Commissioner
Jammu so that steps are
taken by the administration
for ensuring adequate com-
pensation to the affected
people of the Jat communi-
ty. 

Ch Manmohan added that
till date there are several
custodian lands allotted to
Jat community of which the
ownerships rights have not
been provided to the said
community members.

Meanwhile the community
members also raised the
issue of Union Govt's
announcement of Rs. 25
lakh compensation to the
community members out of
which only Rs. 5.5 lakh has
been paid as the first
installment of compensa-
tion. When would the next
installment of the rest of
amount be provided to the
displaced persons, they
questioned.

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BANIHAL/JAMMU: The
acute shortage of teaching
staff in government-run
schools has triggered a "crisis-
like" situation in Jammu and
Kashmir's Ramban district, a
senior government official said
on Monday. District
Development Commissioner,
Ramban, Mussarat Islam red-
flagged the issue of widening
gap between sanctioned
strength and in-position
teaching staff in a communi-
cation to the divisional com-
missioner, Jammu, Ramesh
Kumar.

He requested for immediate
action to put back the school
education department on
rails. "The figures are disturb-
ing," Islam said, quoting a
statement of Chief Education
Officer, Ramban, on the mis-
match between sanctioned

strength and positions vacant
for principals, headmasters
and other teaching staff at all
levels in government schools
across the district.

He said the acute shortage
has created a crisis-like' situa-
tion in the district with wide-
spread protests by Panchayati
Raj institutions, parents and
the general public almost
every day with demand for fill-
ing up of all vacant posts.

Since the matter was last
taken up with the school edu-
cation department for filling
up of vacant posts, there has
been a steady procession of
teaching staff, especially lec-
turers & masters, to the other
districts without any replace-
ments, thus rendering majori-
ty of the schools without ade-
quate teaching staff, the dis-
trict commissioner said in his
letter. He said 168 posts (15

under orders of transfer) of
lecturers, out of 269 are
presently lying vacant with a
large number of higher sec-
ondary schools left without
even a single lecturer. With
256 posts of masters against
437 and 43 out of 59 posts of
headmasters also lying vacant,
district Ramban is literally on
the edge in the School
Education sector, Islam said.

"If this widening gap
between sanctioned strengths
and in-position teaching staff
in the district is not immedi-
ately addressed, there is every
likelihood of a flare up in pub-
lic resentment and possible
law-and-order situation, he
added. The deputy commis-
sioner requested the divisional
commissioner to take up the
matter at appropriate level
and fill vacancies without any
further delay.
